Our team is for the more dedicated performer who wishes to pursue a dance career in the future. This program is fun but requires hard work and commitment. Dancers work as a team to participate in competitions, conventions and community service events. Dancers are in the studio 6+ hours a week. They will attend conventions and participate in competitions through out the year. Dancers have the opportunity to participate in more events if they wish.
All dancers must be committed to their team year round, (September-June) and must attend all mandatory classes. Classes are set up for the benefit of the dancers. Mandatory classes can and should be made up. We believe the more rounded you are, the better person you will be. 

Attendance:
Team members must participate in the mandatory class 6+ hours. You are allowed to miss two classes a month unless otherwise noted. If past two classes are missed you may be taken out of future competitions/routines. These classes are to benefit you as a dancer. Classes missed during rehearsal times may result in not dancing in that part of the dance. Please call, email, text, DM if you won’t be attending class. Make up classes are allowed.

Tuition and Fees:
SUDC monthly 2019-2020 tuition: 
Jr & Teen Team: $145 a month.
(Ages 6-9) Mini Team: 115$ a month
 Other classes not mandatory to team classes are free. (Will require costume for recital) Each routine requires a costume unless noted from an instructor. This fee will be due in November before Thanksgiving. 

Team will compete in a minimum of 2 dances. 
Potential fees 
Convention Fees: Ages 13+: $150-200 (Plus possible hotel room)
Competition Fees:
Solos: $120 (title solos plus 30)
Duos & Trios: $60
Group dances: $55-65 (Depends on how many dancers)
Payments are spread out starting in September. It’s important to keep up with the payments to not get behind. Competition fees not paid will result in your dancer not participating. We deserve the right to pull dancers from routines.

Solos, Duos, Trios:
Any team member wished to have one of these special opportunities can do so by simply asking. Please keep in mind Solos have a higher competition entry fee (90-120$)
Dancers must be willing to work on routine all year. Choreographers take their time to work with you throughout the year. If shown lack of commitment the choreographer has the right to pull solo from competition even after payment. Solos are a privilege. 
	**One time Solo/Duo fee**
	New this year for any dancer wishing to compete a solo will be required to pay a one time fee of 50$ at the start of their solo practice. This fee includes payment to choreographer and studio rehearsal time.
